University of Reading Children's Spring Lecture 2024 

Did you know that most people in the world speak two or more languages? How do they do 

it? Join Professor Ludovica Serratrice on a journey of linguistic discovery that will take you 

from babbling babies to children juggling words and sentences in two languages. 

 

Learn about the amazing skills of babies who can tell two languages apart when they are just 

days old and who babble differently in their two languages. Discover how children who grow 
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up with two or more languages learn to use them with different people and how sometimes 

they mix them up to great effect! Find out how adults can help children learn and keep all 

of their languages for life.

Wraparound childcare provision 

As the Local Authority (LA), Wokingham Council have a statutory duty to ensure there are 

sufficient wraparound childcare places in Wokingham Borough for all parents and carers who 

want to access it. 

 

In the Spring Budget in March 2024, the government announced an investment of £289 

million over two academic years for a national wraparound programme.  This is to support 

those families with primary aged children who need access to paid for wraparound childcare 

from 8am to 6pm. Parents should expect to see an expansion in the availability of wraparound 

childcare from September 2024.  By 2026, all parents and carers of primary school-aged 

children who need it, will be able to access term time childcare that parents pay for in their 

local area from 8am to 6pm, so that they can access employment and improve the labour 

market participation. (This duty rests with the council rather than specific local providers 

or schools.) 

 

In preparation, Wokingham Borough Council are keen to understand the need for wraparound 

childcare places in the borough and have created a questionnaire that they are inviting 

families to complete using this link: https://arcg.is/1yn8ze They will use the results, 

alongside their own information and that from the DfE, to provide a picture of where 

support is needed to implement the national wraparound programme.
